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The Feb. 21 editorial "Action on the Bay" lauded Maryland Gov. Martin O'Malley (D) for his funding to help clean up the Chesapeake Bay. Although we applaud the concern of The Post and Mr. O'Malley, neither has expressed any interest in protecting the Chesapeake from unnecessary runoff along Bennett Creek that eventually reaches the bay.

Allegheny Energy is proposing an overhead transmission line that probably will be routed along Bennett Creek, requiring the destruction of trees. We have asked that Allegheny conduct an independent study on the merits of using an alternative technology called high-voltage direct current (HVDC), for which power lines can be buried along existing rights of way and thus not require the removal of more trees. The Frederick County commissioners and our delegates to the General Assembly, after hearing our views, have unanimously voted to support our position and have written letters to Allegheny Energy.

It is unfortunate that Mr. O'Malley has not responded to our request to protect the bay by supporting our call for an independent study, and The Post should be embarrassed for not reporting on this vital issue.
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
