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	With reference to the Aug. 1 article "PSC members question Allegheny Power on PATH application," I hope local citizens opposing PATH's application to build a substation in Kemptown do their research on the connection between Electric and Magnetic Field Exposure and childhood leukemia. The power companies flatly deny such a link, but I doubt that anyone expected them to do otherwise. 

In his article "Do high voltage power lines cause cancer" (Midwest Today, April 1996), Neal Lawrence tells of the discovery of 11 families from Omaha, Neb. One mother of a child with cancer noticed at a local swimming pool that there were a number of children who had hair loss and scars from operations. Once the parents started talking with one another, they discovered that 11 children at that pool had one thing in common. They all had cancer and they all lived within one mile of the same substation. 

The Draper study done in the United Kingdom revealed in 2004 that children 15 years old and younger living within 100 meters of high-voltage lines were twice as likely to get leukemia. Children 5 years old and younger were found to have an even higher risk. 

The amount of research that shows a positive correlation between EMF and cancer cannot be denied. 
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
