HEARING EXAMINER'S RULING ON PARTIES REQUEST FOR
PRIOR CONDITIONS TO A REFILING OF THE PATH PROJECT
On February 28, 2011, the Applicant filed a Notice of Withdraw of its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”).  The load forecasts and projected violations of NERC Reliability Standards had been determined by PJM to be further out in time.  PJM had directed that this CPCN request be filed and it directed that it be withdrawn.

Sugarloaf Conservancy, John C. and Terri L. Armand, the Sierra Club and the Office of People’s Counsel (“OPC”) all filed for conditions to be set for refilling by the applicant, if the project was to be refilled.  The Applicant objected to any additional conditions that would be required beyond those set out in the statute and regulations.  The Applicant stated that if PJM directs that it refile an application for a CPCN, it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations in that filing.

I find that in the absence of any allegations of bad faith or improper motives, there is no justification for setting any pre conditions upon any applicant for filing for a CPCN.  Each application will be reviewed for compliance with all statutes and regulations and be decided upon the evidentiary record established in that proceeding.  The request for preconditions are denied and this docket is closed based upon the withdrawal requested by the Applicant.
