Dear Friends and Neighbors,

Allegheny Energy has filed an application with the Public Service Commission to construct a high voltage (765kV) transmission line, requiring a 200-foot wide corridor, which would cross YOUR property.  Maps may be viewed at: www.pathtransmission.com.  Every ratepayer will share in the cost of this line in order for Allegheny Energy to receive its 14.3% guaranteed profit.

Sugarloaf Conservancy will be opposing the application and will raise the following issues before the Public Service Commission:

· With the downturn in the economy and the projections by experts that the economy will not rebound quickly, is there still a need for this transmission line?
· Why should this line be constructed, when ten east coast governors including Governor O’Malley expressed their preference for local power generation instead of bringing power from the Midwest?
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If a transmission line is required, why did Allegheny Energy refuse to conduct an independent study on the merits of using High Voltage Direct Current (HVDC) underground technology as requested unanimously by our County Commissioners and State Delegates, as well as by the Frederick News Post and Sugarloaf Conservancy? This technology would not require confiscating your land through eminent domain as it could use existing right-of-ways, such as roads, railroad lines or existing transmission and pipeline corridors.  
· How can Allegheny say there are no health affects due to EMF radiation when one can hold up a fluorescent tube under a transmission line and have it light up (try this yourself).

· Why should Allegheny Energy be able to take a 200-foot wide easement across your property and forcing you to continue to pay the taxes every year on this land?

· Why did Allegheny fail to notify affected property owners in a timely manner?

You can make a difference and help us defeat Allegheny’s application for a massive transmission line, which will require towers of up to 200 feet tall by:
